Course Description

This course is an accelerated course in Algebra II for the student with greater aptitude and interest in math. Topics of Algebra II are studied in much greater depth and intensity using a variety of mathematical methods. These topics include: systems of equations, matrices, linear and quadratic functions, polynomials, conics, logarithms, rational functions and trigonometric ratios. Further development of critical thinking skills is stressed. This course prepares the student for Pre-Calculus. Students are required to bring a TI-83 or TI-84 graphing calculator to class on a daily basis.
